2. Isaiah 29:16: Surely your turning of things upside 
down shall be esteemed as the potter’s mud: for shall 
the work say of him that made it, He made me not? or 
shall the thing framed say of him that framed it, He had 
no wisdom?

3. Isaiah 45:9: Woe unto him that striveth with his Cre-
ator! Let the potsherd strive with the potsherds of the 
earth. Shall the clay say to him that fashioneth it, What 
makest thou? or thy work, He hath no fingers?

4. 2 Corinthians 4:7: But we have this gold in earthen 
vessels, that the perfection of the power may be of God, 
and not of us.

5. Daniel 2:41-45: And whereas thou sawest the feet and 
toes, part of potters’ clay, and part of steel, the kingdom 
shall be divided; but there shall be in it of the strength of 
the iron, forasmuch as thou sawest the iron mixed with 
miry clay. And as the toes of the feet were part of iron, 
and part of clay, so the kingdom shall be partly strong, 
and partly weak. And whereas thou sawest iron mixed 
with miry clay, they shall mingle themselves with the 
seed of men: but they shall not cleave one to another, 
even as iron is not mixed with clay.

6. Isaiah 64:8: But now, O LORD, thou art our Maker; 
we are the clay, and thou our Creator; and we all are the 
work of thy hand.
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7. Job 10:9: Recall, I beseech thee, that thou hast made me as 
the clay; and wilt thou bring me into nothing again?

8. Romans 9:19-21: Thou wilt say then unto me, Why doth he 
yet find fault? For who hath resisted his will? Nay but, O man, 
who art thou that repliest against God? Shall the thing made 
say to him that formed it, Why hast thou made me thus? Hath 
not the potter power over the clay, of the same clump to make 
one vessel unto honor, and another unto dishonor?

Wedgwood. In front of him was a clay pot, which Josiah 
had designed himself. Thomas walked up and inspected 
Josiah’s work.

“Well done,” Thomas praised his youngest brother. 
“Keep it up and you’ll be making the finest pottery in the 
world before you know it!” Josiah smiled at his brother, 
who was also his boss. He didn’t mind being an apprentice 
to Thomas, who was teaching him all that he needed to 
know about making pottery. 

Josiah’s mind swirled with thoughts of new designs and 
new glazes that could be used on his work. Unfortunately, 
he couldn’t form the clay pottery himself, and he had to rely 
on another potter to carry out his instructions. Although 
Josiah had survived the smallpox during his childhood, 
it had left him with a permanently damaged knee, and 
he couldn’t work the foot pedal of the potter’s wheel. His 
brother Thomas still made room for him in the family 
business, however, and Josiah thrived on designing pottery.

The years went by and Thomas’s prediction slowly 
came true. Josiah became better and better in the pot-
tery business and his work became famous, with even 
royalty wanting to purchase it! He invented new glazes, 
colors, and designs for his pottery. Because so many people 
wanted his pottery, he even built factories to produce it. 

One day, an English nobleman came to see Josiah in 
his great factory. The nobleman wanted to visit and study 
how the pottery was made. One of Josiah’s factory work-
ers, a boy about fifteen years old, walked alongside the 
nobleman and explained to him how the work was done. 
Now, this nobleman was a man who didn’t believe in God 
and, while he was smart, was very rough in his speech. As 
he talked to the fifteen-year-old boy, his words were filled 
with bad language and he continually mocked and joked 
about sacred, holy things. The boy was at first greatly 
shocked at the nobleman’s wicked words, but after a while 
he began to laugh at his remarks. 

Josiah, who followed behind them, heard much of the 
conversation and was very angry at the way in which the 
nobleman spoke in front of the boy. When they came back 
to the office, Josiah picked out a very beautiful vase of one 
of the most intricate patterns, and holding it in his hand, 
he told the nobleman about the long and careful way in 
which it had been made.

The nobleman was very interested in the explanation 
and couldn’t help but admire the beautiful shape, color, 
and design. He reached out his hand to take the vase 
from Josiah. Just as he touched it, however, Josiah let it 
fall to the ground where it smashed into many pieces. The 
nobleman uttered an angry word and said, “I wanted that 
one for myself, and now it is ruined by your carelessness!”

“My lord,” said Josiah the potter, “there are things 
more precious than any vase—things which when ruined 
can never be restored. I can make another vase like this 
for you, but you can never give back to the boy, who has 
just left us, the simple faith and the pure heart which 
you have destroyed by mocking holy things and by using 
filthy language in his presence.” With that, Josiah stooped 
down and gently began picking up the shattered pieces  
of pottery.

What about you? Have you heard (or seen) sinful 
things that you wished you had never heard? Ask God 
to help you forget those words and not dwell on them. 
As Proverbs says, stay away from the path of the wicked, 
where you are more likely to hear wrong things. Ask God 
to set a watch on your own lips, that you won’t ever say 
wicked things in front of those who are younger than 
yourself. Remember that your words can leave marks that 
will never be forgotten.

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Whatever one’s opinion about the United States being 
built on Christian principles or not, the law is framed so 
that, most of the time, most legislators, judges, lawyers, 
and police condemn those who murder, lie, and steal. And 
one of the Ten Commandments says, “Thou shalt not kill” 
(Exod. 20:13).

However, there is one immoral event that has happened 
legally every day in the United States since January 22, 
1973. It is the murder of unborn children.

Abortion, a practice accepted by society, ostensibly in 
support of women’s rights, inherently denies the idea that 
infants are created in the image of God and are human.

It is an issue that has caused great debate all over 
the world, and the recent release of undercover videos of 
Planned Parenthood’s practices have brought the horrors 
of this practice right into the open.

HISTORY
Abortion is certainly not a new practice. It has been per-
formed in every barbarian and civilized culture since the 
fall of man. The ancient Greeks and Romans practiced it, 
and even killed deformed or sick children after birth.

Since the rise of the Christian church, the killing of 
children has been condemned in the West, although not 
officially until the sixteenth century. Abortion was banned 
by civil law in the United Kingdom and the United States in 
the nineteenth century, but only for a little while. As people 
began demanding their civil rights in the late nineteenth 
and early twentieth centuries, the value of the unborn was 
ignored for the sake of “reproductive health.”

It is interesting to note that the first countries that legal-
ized abortion were the Soviet Union (1919), Iceland (1935), 

Sweden (1938), and Nazi Germany (permitted for some  
in 1935).

The first abortion clinic in the United States began in 
Brooklyn, New York, when Margaret Sanger, her sister, and 
another woman opened a clinic in 1921. They were initially 
arrested and convicted for distributing “obscene materials,” 
but their prison sentences were never served.

Sanger and her associates gained popular support and 
soon clinics, under the name of the American Birth Control 
League, sprouted up all over the country. By 1941 there 
were 222 clinics, and 49,000 women had been processed 
in their system.

The American Birth Control League was given a new 
guise in 1942 and renamed the Planned Parenthood Fed-
eration of America. By 1973, abortions were widespread, 
but laws varied from state to state on whether women may 
have an abortion based on health issues or in cases of rape.

ROE v. WADE
In 1970 a case reached the United States Supreme Court 
concerning an appeal from the Texas District Court (Texas 
had been represented by attorney Henry Wade), in which 
Norma McCorvey (under the alias “Jane Roe”) had wanted 
to have an abortion but was denied that “right” because her 
pregnancy was not the result of rape or incest (at the time, 
Texas allowed abortions in those circumstances).

During the district court hearing, McCorvey’s case had 
been upheld, though the court had not changed the laws 
barring abortion. The district court’s decision was based on 
the Ninth Amendment of the Constitution, which states 
that rights not enumerated in the Constitution shall not be 
denied to the people.

Planned Parenthood 
 IN THE SPOTLIGHT

In the laws governing American society, 
there are fundamental principles trace-
able to God’s moral law.

CONTEMPORARY ISSUES  |  BEN WILKERSON
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The case eventually came to the US Supreme Court 
and, after much deliberation it was ruled that abortion was 
a fundamental right under the Constitution. Since that 
day (January 22, 1973), millions of unborn children have 
perished in the name of human rights.

The Roe v. Wade trial brought greater power and 
unmitigated government funding to Planned Parenthood 
(PP) and, until this past summer, unbridled support from 
various state legislatures.

While the operations of PP were never honorable, 
American society turned a blind eye to their practices and 
very few cases brought to light just how barbaric abortions 
actually are. Today’s abortions involve killing unborn babies 
with drugs or, in the final stage, through surgical force.

UNDERCOVER VIDEOS
Since July of this year, the Center for Medical Progress has 
released a series of undercover videos that revealed that PP 
and their affiliates have participated in selling aborted baby 
organs, tissue, and body parts.

Not only is this practice cruel and barbaric according to 
God’s law, it is banned by US law. As I watched some of 
the undercover footage, I was shocked by how f lippantly 
and casually these “brokers” behaved while they discussed 
the sale and value of baby organs. The senior director of 
medical services at PP, Deborah Nucatola, told undercover 
investigators that PP sells the “specimens” for $30–100 
apiece depending on how intact they are.

Not only did the investigation uncover that PP is 
involved in selling for profit body parts “for research” 
(which is illegal), but PP unabashedly admitted that the 
procedure by which they procure body parts is identical to 
“partial birth abortion,” which is also illegal.

To put it delicately, a late-term abortion means that the 
doctors are able to obtain more developed organs, but the 
procedure becomes complicated to remove the entire baby 
from the uterus intact.

The doctors therefore change the legally prescribed 
procedure to obtain the required body part. Both of these 
practices are punishable by prison and substantial fines (10 
years and $500,000 for the sale of baby organs and tissue).

Since the release of these videos, several states have 
stopped funding PP, in addition to eight others who refuse to 
give any funds to any organization that performs abortions.

Moreover, the majority leader of the House of Repre-
sentatives has called for a congressional investigation of the 
abortion agency. Yet, in spite of these measures, it may be 
some time before these practices actually cease. I hope and 
pray that they end very soon.

WICKED PRACTICE
Since 1973, over 58 million babies have been aborted in 
the United States, while the worldwide total number of 

abortions since 1980 is over 1.3 billion. More babies are 
being killed by the minute.

This horrific practice has killed more humans than all 
the wars and genocides of the twentieth and twenty-first 
centuries. It is appalling that our society can be “okay” with 
this practice and shamelessly kill unborn children because 
they are not deemed human until born.

Many have written to their congressman to try to stop 
these horrid practices and many have marched in the streets 
decrying their wickedness. Let us also remember that a 
proper response of Christians toward those who carry out 
abortion includes gospel love. Are we not as vile as they; 
and were we too not once dead in our trespasses and sins?

Please pray that these practices will indeed end, but also 
pray for boldness to share the gospel with these people. 
There are many abortion doctors who have been converted 
and have sought to share the gospel with those who con-
tinue to perform abortions.

May the Lord frustrate the work of the evil one and may 
He save those who are perishing—both abortion doctors 
and infants in the womb!

NATIONAL NEWS
THE TAX-EXEMPT STATUS OF CHRISTIAN ORGANIZATIONS

After the Supreme Court decision on so-
called same-sex marriage, religious people 
are wondering: will we lose our tax-exempt 
status for our religious institutions? Justice 
Samuel Alito raised this question during the 
oral arguments, citing the 1983 Supreme 
Court case that ruled Bob Jones University 
could lose its tax-exempt status if it continued 
to oppose interracial dating and marriage.

The solicitor general, arguing the case for 
same-sex marriage, responded that it would “depend on how states 
work out the balance between their civil rights laws.” This sort of 
reply should do nothing to calm the nerves of those who object 
to same-sex marriage. When the conscientious objectors become a 
minority of the voting population, will our rights be protected?

The issue of the tax-exempt status of Christian organizations is 
already a hot topic in some quarters. Those in favor of taxing reli-
gious organizations point out the huge financial impact that it would 
have, anywhere from tens to hundreds of billions of dollars per year.

ASSISTED-SUICIDE APPROVAL INCREASING
California lawmakers have passed a bill that would allow terminally 
ill patients to legally end their lives, now making assisted suicide legal 
in California. The measure includes requirements that the patient 
be physically capable of taking the medication themselves, that two 
doctors approve it, that the patient submit several written requests, 
and that there be two witnesses. 

This September, the Canadian Supreme Court reversed a 21-year 
ban on doctor-assisted death. “If Canadians have the constitutional 
right to life, liberty and security, they also have the right to end their 
lives,” the Court ruled unanimously. According to that decision, the 
“sanctity of life” also includes the “passage into death.” To qualify 
for assisted dying in Canada, an individual must be a consenting, 
mentally competent adult with a “grievous and irremediable” condi-
tion that causes “endless suffering,” physical or psychological, the 
Court said. 

Public acceptance of assisted death is rising in the United States. 
In December, a HealthDay/Harris poll revealed 74 percent of Ameri-
cans agree that terminally ill adults with no option of recovery should 
have the right to end their lives with a doctor’s help; 14 percent 
disagreed. Doctors in Oregon, Washington, Vermont, and Montana 
already can prescribe life-ending drugs. Forty states explicitly ban 
the practice. 

The issue may eventually go to the US Supreme Court, where 
it is projected that five Justices would continue to reject an asserted 
constitutional right to assisted suicide, but the other four Justices 
may be receptive to it. 

INTERNATIONAL NEWS
EGYPTIAN CHRISTIAN IMPRISONED FOR HANDING OUT 
BIBLES IN SHOPPING MALL
A 35-year-old Egyptian Christian is likely to remain in jail for one 
to five years for handing out Bibles in a shopping mall. The Chris-
tian Post reports Medhat Ishak was arrested for handing out Bibles 
on October 6 last year. He was sentenced to fifteen days in jail for 

“inciting sectarian strife” and “harming national security.” However, 
a judge has now slapped Ishak with a heftier charge: blasphemy. The 
Christian man now faces a sentence between one and five years in 
prison for “insulting religion,” though his lawyers argue Ishak did 
not commit the offense. According to attorney Rafik Rafaat, Ishak 
did encounter a Muslim man at the mall, though he did not know 
he was Muslim at first. Ishak offered him a Bible and when the man 
refused and explained that he was a Muslim, Ishak apologized and 
left. (Carrie Dedrick)

CHURCH LEADERS IN CHINA DETAINED AFTER THEY RE-ERECT 
CROSSES ON CHURCHES
Two pastors in China have been detained for re-erecting church 
crosses which the government had ordered taken down. Huang 
Xiaoyuan, a deacon of Shangzhou Church, and Zhang Zhi, a dea-
con of Zianqiao Church, were detained by police and charged with 
“gathering a crowd to disturb public order,” according to China Aid. 
Huang’s church re-erected their church’s cross in defiance of the 
government’s campaign to remove crosses from all Chinese churches. 
Government authorities cut off the church’s power after the cross was 
re-erected, but church members brought in a generator so that the 
church could have lighting. The government authorities then told 
church members to take the cross back down and detained Huang. 
Zhang was also arrested after his church re-erected their cross. He 
was sentenced to five days in administrative detention. It is not 
known what kind of sentence Huang received. (Veronica Neffinger)

PERSECUTION FOCUS
MUSLIM CONVERT TO CHRISTIANITY RELEASED AFTER BEING 
IMPRISONED IN IRAN 
A Muslim convert to Christianity was recently freed from an Ira-
nian jail after being sentenced to serve six years in 2011. Alireza 
Seyyedian, who converted from Islam to Christianity in 2006, was 
sentenced to six years in prison for being baptized in Turkey. The 
judge at Seyyedian’s trial stated that Iran has enough ministers that 
could have baptized Seyyedian, so his choosing to be baptized in 
Turkey was a direct condemnation of Iran’s lack of religious freedom. 
The judge accused Seyyedian of “propagating against the regime.” 
Seyyedian was also accused of distributing Bibles to children and 
of sharing hymns with pro-Israel media sites. While Seyyedian was 
originally released on a bail of $50,000 after initially being charged, 
he was then sentenced to six years in prison, but was released after 
serving three and a half years. Christian Solidarity Worldwide, which 
reported on Seyyedian’s release, also reported that the prison condi-
tions Seyyedian faced were grim. “During his imprisonment he is 
known to have spent time in solitary confinement, experienced ill 
health and had threats made against his family members,” the report 
stated. CSW’s Chief Executive, Mervyn Thomas, said that CSW 
rejoices at Seyyedian’s early release but does not forget that many 
Christians are still being detained unjustly. (ChristianHeadlines.com)
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In whom are hid all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge  (COLOSSIANS 2:3).

CHRIST IS TO BE PREEMINENT

The book of Colossians highlights how Christ is to be 
preeminent in our perspective of the “old man” and the 
“new man.” The perspective of sin in the old man comes 
from Colossians 3:5: “Mortify therefore your members 
which are upon the earth.” To mortify means to kill, to 
destroy the strength of something, to deprive it of power. 
This shows the severity with which sin should be dealt. 
Our sins need more than just to be prayed about; they 
need to be put to death. Remember what Jesus said in 
Matthew 5:30? “If thy right hand offend thee, cut it off.”

So the principles and desires of sin in our hearts 
should be cut off—“Fornication, uncleanness, inordinate 
affection, evil concupiscence, and covetousness” (Col. 3:5). 
These things have no place in the life of a Christian. If 
you consider the list, these are things that are common and 
celebrated in our society. We are bombarded with mes-
sages and photos encouraging us to be taken over by them. 

But maybe you think, Those are only big sins. I do 
not do those things. But a few verses later, Paul instructs 
us to also cut off “anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy 
communication, lying” (Col. 3:8). Too often, these are 
right in the church. It may be easier to cut off your hand 
and live without it than to kill your anger and lying; these 
things are deep within all of us. 

But what does all this have to do with Christ’s pre-
eminence? It is in Christ that this old man is put off. Paul 
tells the Romans, “Knowing this, that our old man is 
crucified with him [that is, Christ], that the body of sin 
might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve 
sin” (6:6). Believers must not serve sin because their old 
man is crucified with Christ. Through His strength, His 
grace, and His Spirit, that old man needs to be put off. 

Christ is also to be preeminent in our perspective of 
the new man. “Since you have put on the new man, which 
is renewed in knowledge after the image of him that cre-
ated him” (Col. 3:10). If you are a believer by faith, then 

you are being renewed in knowledge after the image of 
your Creator. Your life will ref lect the wisdom, righ-
teousness, and goodness of God. Sin used to dominate 
your mind and perspective, but now your perspective is 
transformed (Rom. 8:29). Your mind is being renewed 
so that you can know what is good and acceptable (Eph. 
4:24, Rom. 12:2). 

The Gnostics in Colosse thought they needed to add 
human knowledge and human effort. But Paul argues 
on the contrary; Christ is the treasure of all wisdom and 
knowledge. There is only one true perspective. The image 
of God does not follow after manmade divisions and cat-
egories and distinctions. How can Christ be preeminent 
in your perspective? Realize that Christ is all, and in all. 

This impacts every believer’s perspective of himself. 
The gospel does not just change the surface of your life; 
it makes a new person with a new identity. And it impacts 
your perspective of others. You cannot judge other Chris-
tians, for all in Christ are one in Christ (Gal. 3:28). Just 
because another Christian has a different background, or 
different skills and abilities, or a different calling, does 
not change who he is in Christ. The Jews were not better 
than the Greeks. No, all in Christ serve the same Master; 
they have the same Spirit working in them; they hear the 
voice of the same God in His Word. 

This then is the weight and glory of Paul’s exhortation: 
You can and must live out of your identity. And if you are 
risen with Christ, your identity is in that same Christ. The 
identity of every other Christian is in the same Christ. 
Christ is all, and in all. Show that spiritual unity.
